This applies to all subjects other than Key Stage 3 and 4 Maths whereby students 
create their own knowledge exercise books. 
 

What a Knowledge Workbook includes 
: 

• A cover page with subject and topic introductions  
• A Knowledge Organiser for the topic that answers Big/Small 

questions and links into each lesson  
• A series of lessons that follow the 7 phases of learning; 1. Revisiting, 

2. Title/Big Small questions/Keywords, 3. Knowledge, 4. Consolidation, 
5. Application, 6. Testing, 7. Homework  

• A self-assessment checklist for students to self-reflect, identify 

strengths and weaknesses and narrow their gaps in knowledge.
